26 as Constitution Day from 2015. He elaborated some of the facts about the supreme-rule book 

(Constitution of India) that young minds of the country should know. He also threw light on The 

Right to Property (Article 31) was also one of the fundamental rights and why it was deleted 

with the 44th Amendment in 1978.
